Chapter 2 TEXT P. 5-6: Maui Planning Director’s proposed text is below

Proposed changes/ additions underlined in bold: 

Wailuku-Kahului

Cultural resources of the Wailuku-Kahului Community Plan Area are dominated by the sugarcane industry, though this region is also rich with Hawaiian cultural resources including the state’s largest area of  historic taro cultivation, thousands of sand dune burials, Pihana- Hale Ki’i Heiau and the sacred tombs of Iao Valley. This area was home to many of Maui’s alii, including Kahekili, Kalola, Keopuolani and Kihapiilani. Iao Valley is the site of one of the most famous battles in Hawaiian history where King Kamehameha I defeated the Maui army in an effort to unite the Hawaiian Islands. In the famous battle of Kekanilua the armies of Hawaii island were defeated by Kahekili’s forces among the sandhills below Wailuku town. The Wailuku Historic District’s with its landmarks, civic center, and commercial buildings along High, Main, Market, Church, and Vineyard Streets stand as unique reminders of the island’s cultural identity and history. 

NOTE: Please include women alii and arguably, Maui’s most well known chief, Kiha piilani who lived in Waihee; the sacred tombs of Iao;  the burial complexes found throughout the sand dunes.the extensive agricultural systems and one of the region’s best known ceremonial complexes.

Makawao-Pukalani- Kula 

The history of the Hawaiian cowboy, or paniolo, is prominent Upcountry in places 

Such as Haleakala Ranch and Ulupalakua Ranch. Hawaiian Homelands in Kula  hold a rich array of archaeological resources, major heiau, burials, shelters and agricultural complexes, while the area’s gulches also feature many cultural sites. Remnants of Chinese history can also be found in this area at the Ket Hing Society.

NOTE: this region’s pre-contact history is also well documented and should be mentioned as suggested above.

Kihei-Makena

The cultural resources of this area are closely tied to coastal resources. Fishing villages were prominent in this region and a number of fishponds, fishing shrines, burials and shelters still remain along the Kihei coast. Within the southern region of the Kihei-Makena Community Plan there exists a mix of archaeological resources, including Hawaiian burial sites, fish ponds, fishing shrines, heiau, shelters, boundary walls and agricultural complexes found concentrated in the Wailea-Palauea-Makena area.  Also within this portion of the region is Keoneo’io where the French explorer Francois de Galaup, Compte de La Perouse, first mapped Maui’s South shore and recorded his observations of Hawaiian culture. South Maui also played an important role in the cattle during the 1800s and first half of the 1900s. 

Note: Kihei has 3 to 4 documented fishponds as well as at least 4 fishing shrines still intact. Makena-Wailea- Palauea have four fishponds and  at least 6 fishing shrines

Pa’ia-Ha’iku

This area’s importance in Hawaiian oral history is indicated by the numerous references to landings, battles, and visits conducted here by various ali`i nui. This area was also the location of numerous heiau, reflecting the presence of both locally and regionally powerful chiefs, as well as a sizable population to provide labor for the building of the structures. During much of the 19th and 20th centuries, vibrant plantation towns existed in this area. The sugar and pineapple plantation industries and their employees utilized a railroad line that originated in Ha`iku. Remnants of the old railroad track remain in Pa`ia Town, which was once the island’s commercial hub. The sandy shores of Paia still hold a large concentration of burial grounds and historic cemeteries.

New General Plan Committee begins deliberations on Maui Island Plan Feb. 17

WAILUKU, Hawaii – The Maui County Council’s new General Plan Committee will hold its first decision-making meeting on the Maui Island Plan, Thursday, Feb. 17, at 1:30 p.m. in the Council Chamber, Committee Chair Gladys C. Baisa announced today.

Baisa emphasized that the meeting will focus only on the Maui Island Plan’s introductory section and Chapter 1, relating to population. She urged testifiers to focus their comments on those portions of the plan.

The Council last month, for the first time, created a committee devoted solely to the update of comprehensive planning ordinances known collectively as the “General Plan”, starting with the Maui Island Plan and likely proceeding later in the 2011-2013 Council term with island plans for Lanai and Molokai. The Council’s Planning Committee will focus on general zoning and land use regulations, while the Land Use Committee will deal with zoning applications and other requests for specific land use approvals. 

Baisa noted that a Council committee last term conducted an initial review of the first 7 chapters in the 10-chapter Maui Island Plan. She said her General Plan Committee will take final action on those first 7 chapters before moving on to Chapters 8 10, which include regulatory maps that will establish growth boundaries for the first time in Maui County. 

“I thank my colleagues for their foresight in creating a new committee that will be devoted to the General Plan update,” Baisa said. “The task is daunting, but with our ability to work intensively on this project I am confident that we will enact the Maui Island Plan later this year.”

Baisa noted that the Maui Island Plan is mandated by Chapter 2.80B, Maui County Code, which was established by Ordinance No. 3166 (previously known as Bill 84) nearly seven years ago.

Heritage resources to be focus of Thursday’s meeting on Maui Island Plan

WAILUKU, Hawaii – Maui’s cultural, historical and environmental assets – cumulatively referred to as the island’s heritage resources – will be the focus of the Maui County Council’s General Plan Committee meeting on Thursday at 1:30 p.m. in the Council Chamber, Committee Chair Gladys C. Baisa announced today.

After revising and approving introductory materials and Chapter 1 of the 432-page, 10 chapter draft Maui Island Plan on March 3, the General Plan Committee is now moving to Chapter 2, which establishes policies to appropriately preserve Maui’s most cherished places and things, Baisa said.

Chapter 2 will be the only part of the first-ever Maui Island Plan discussed on Thursday. Baisa urged members of the public to consider testifying only on issues relating to heritage resources. She noted that Chapter reference materials are available on the General Plan Committee portion of the County website. 

“The new Council has made outstanding progress in reviewing the voluminous and essential Maui Island Plan since taking office in January,” Baisa said. “This next chapter is vital because heritage resources truly define the Island of Maui and its people, past, present and future.”

Baisa noted that Thursday’s meeting will be the last General Plan Committee until June, as the Council’s budget session will take over the Chamber over the next few months.
